Manuscript and Submission Specifications  
Most articles should be from 2,000 to 7,500 words.  Occasionally, we print longer pieces 
(greater than 7,500 words) and shorter pieces (around 2,000 words or less) in a section 
of the Journal called “Short Takes”.  Regardless of length, parties submitting an article or 
proposal should include the following with their submission:  
 

• A resume or bio summarizing the writer’s background and contact information  
• If available, a publication history containing the author’s most recent

Submitted manuscripts should be double-spaced, in 
12 pt. Courier or Times New Roman font. All manuscripts must follow the Chicago
