The GEORGIA Bureau of Investigation (GBI) http://www.gpstc.org has agreed to host the 
explosives training which will be held at the Georgia State Police Training Center on 
Monday, June 21 from 10:30 pm to 12:30 pm and 2:30 pm to 4:30 pm.  ATF and TSA, FAMS 
are working together to replicate the training originally planned for Nashville to be 
presented in Atlanta.

Each class is limited to 30 people. You must be sworn law enforcement to attend this 
training. And you must register for the conference and sign up for this training. Those 
already registered, you will be notified by email of all particulars one week out from 
the training. No need to re-register. There is currently a wait list. 
 
The training consists of one hour classroom training and one hour on the explosive 
range for live explosives demonstrations. This training contains very valuable 
information for law enforcement officers. 
 
Plans are to have a bus pick up at the hotel circle lobby of the Hyatt Regency Hotel at 
8:45 am for the first group and 12:45 pm for the second group pick up. 
 
First group, the bus will stop for lunch outside the training center after 12:30 pm for 
a lunch break.
